While it is not possible to generally state a certain minimum time for the stay
abroad to be considered an extended period, a rule of thumb is that a stay of 6 to 9 months can be considered
sufficient.

Therefore, the home municipality needs

to receive information from the guardian at least once every school term that can certify the continued stay abroad
for the child.
